BIDDING PROCEDURE

Tacts in this case revealed that grievant was denied an opportunity for training on
the FSM after two previocus attenots to pass the appropriate schemes. The two previous
attemrrs took place within a Zour month period and involved two separate bids.

Local union representatives contended that on bid resu’ts dated June 6, 1983, grievant
was the senior bidder, but was notified that because of two previous attempts to
qualify, first on 12/30/82 and again on 4/8/83 she was being denied the ocpportunity

to be placed back into machine training.

After reviewing the records Management concluded that it was not in the best interest
of the employee, nor that of the Service to allow her an additicnal opportunity to
qualify in such a short span of time.
