2. Where newly constructed facilitiea have contracted 
custodial cleaning services over 24 hours pursuant to the 
Septe.lllber 13, 1988, memorandum, local management will cancel 
those contracts in accordance with contract cancellation 
terms and staff the facilities with bargaining unit 
employees. 

3. Cleaning service contracts in existence prior to 
21, 1987, as well as contracts less than 24 hours, will 
continue and can be renewed when those contracts expire. 
union will not object to such renewal. 
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Please sign and return the encloGed copy of thi, letter as 
your acknowledgment of agreement to settle ca1e no. B7C-NA-C 
27 and reaove it from the pending national arbitration 
llstlng.
