Special EDIT runs are not for 
determining minor offenses and, therefore, should not be the 
basis for the type of discussion referred ·to in Article 16, 
Section 2. -Jhe standard EDIT operator testing is appropriate 
for that purpose. 

Additionally, special EDIT runs should be handled in 
accordance with Articl~ 37, Section 4.A.3.a(2),(3) 
and (4), and should b~ ~etained only as long as necessary to 
accomplish the expressed purpose for which the special EDIT 
was. run.
